It will then be the Artist’s responsibility to collect all work and deliver sold work to the client. Alternatively,
arrangements may be made for the client to collect the work directly from the Enterprise Centre.

The college will take a sales commission of 23.5% on any work sold from the gallery.
Insurance for up to £50,000 will be provided by Somerset College.

8 The work will be hung by Somerset College using the gallery hanging system.

9  Work should be submitted ready to hang, with d-rings or other suitable fixings on the rear.
